for exemptions or authorities under the
Federal Aviation Act of 1958, as amended,
and the orders and regulations of the
Department of Transportation.

ORDER

The above carriers have applied for various forms of authority

or relief under the Federal Aviation Act of 1958 or regqulations

or orders of the Department, in order to perform the air transpor-
tation activities shown in Appendix B. Except as noted, no
answers were filed to these requests. Because of the imminence of
these operations we approved them by telephone, subject to
adherence, by each applicant, to the conditions set forth in its
foreign air carrier permit, and/or other conditions shown.

We carefully considered the information set forth in each
application described in Appendix B, and we found that each of the
proposed operations was consistent with the public interest, that
each applicant was qualified to perform its proposed operations,
and that each application should be approved.
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Under authority assigned by the Department in its Regulations,

14 CPR 385, we found that for each operation (1) immediate action
was required and was consistent with Department policy; (2) grant
of the exemption or authority was consistent with the public
interest; and (3) grant of this authority would not constitute a
major regulatory action under the Energy Policy and Conservation
Act of 1975.

ACCORDINGLY,

1. We confirm our actions granting (1) exemptions from the
provisions of section 402, and where necessary 403, and/or as
noted in Appendix B, other sections of Title IV of the Act; or
(2) relief or authorizations provided for under regulations or
orders of the Department, to the applicants to perform the
operations described in Appendix B;

2. In the conduct of the service, each applicant was to adhere to
the conditions set forth in Appendix A, except as noted in
Appendix B;

3. To the extent not granted, or explicitly deferred as noted in
Appendix B, these applications are denied; and

4. We may amend, modify, or revoke this order at any time without
hearing.

Persons entitled to petition the Department for review of this
order under the Department’s Regulations, 14 CFR 385.50, may file
their petitions within ten (10) days after the date of service of
this order. The filing of a petition for review of a particular
action shall affect this order only as it concerns that action.

These actions were effective when taken, and the filing of a
petition for review will not alter their effectiveness.

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Description of Operation

Aeroccargo Americano S.A. Aerocasa, filed August 21,

1590, as amended. Exemption to conduct charter
all-cargo services between Ecuador, on the one
hand, and Miami, Florida; Houston, Texas; and

Los Angeles, California, on the other hand. The
City of Houston and the Greater Bouston Chamber of
Commerce filed an answer in support of Aerocasa’s
request. Granted October 4, 1990, through October
4, 1991. We found that Aerocasa is financially and
operationally gqualified to conduct these services,
is properly licensed by its homeland, and is
substantially owned and effectively controlled by
citizens of Ecuador. Although the proposed
services are not provided for in the U.S.-Ecuador
Air Services Agreement, we found that comity and
reciprocity with Ecuador supported grant of this
authority. The authority granted is also subject
to the condition that in accordance with section
212.4(e) of the Department’s rules, that effective
30 days from the date of this action, Aerocasa
shall not perform any Third or Fourth Freedom
charters unless specific authority in the form of a
statement of authorization for such charter(s) has
been granted by the Department. Aerocasa shall
file applications for such statements of
authorization at least 30 calendar days before the
charters involved, pursuant to the procedures set
forth in 14 CFR 212.5; provided, that applications
involving all-cargo charters may be filed up to ten
calendar days before the flights (later-filed
applications will be accepted upon a showing of
good cause). The prior approval requirement is
consistent with our action in Order 84-6-90,
requiring foreign carriers of Ecuador to obtain a
statement of authorization prior to operating any
charter flights. The authority is subject to the
conditions of Appendix A.

Haiti Trans Air, S.A. (HTA), filed September 13,
1990, as supplemented September 18, 1990.
Exemption to serve Curacao, Netherlands Antilles,
and Caracas, Venezuela , as a continuation of HTA's
currently authorized U.S.-Haiti scheduled passenger
service (see Orders 90-5-41 and 90-11-14); and to
add Fort-~de-France, Martinique, as an intermediate
point on HTA's authorized services. Granted
October 23, 1990, until February 16, 1991
(coextensive with HTA’s other current exemption
authority). We found that comity and reciprocity
with Haiti supported grant of this authority. The
authority is subject to the conditions of

Appendix A.
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Japan Ajir System Company, Ltd., filed August 1,
1990. Exemption to conduct two round-trip
passenger charter flights, one each from Kumamoto
and Takamatsu, Japan, to Guam, September 7-17,
1990. Granted August 17, 1990. We found that JAS’
request was consistent with the provisions of the
September 7, 1982, Interim Agreement between the
United States and Japan. The authority is subject
to the conditions of Appendix A.

Ladeco, S.A., filed August 10, 1990. Amend
exemption, granted June 8, 1990 (see Order
80-6-20), which authorized Ladeco to conduct
scheduled foreign air transportation carrying
persons, property, and mail between Santiago,
Chile, and Washington, D.C., to delay until
September 30, 1990, the start-up date of the
authorized services (Order 90-6-20 required Ladeco
to commence its operations by September 8, 1990.)
Granted August 28, 1990. We found that grant of
this authority was in the public interest and
consistent with the criteria of our "Cities
Program" (Order 90-1-62 at 5). The authority is
subject to the terms, conditions, and limitations
of Order 90-6-~20, and Ladeco’s foreian air carrier
