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6. The authority requested herein will enable Alitalia to continue to develop the
range of services that it offers between the United States and Italy and ensure appropriate
implementation of the Open Skies Agreement. Such authority should not be controversial, as the
Department has granted similar exemptions to other foreign carriers from countries, like Italy,
that have signed open skies agreements with the United States. See, e.g., Notice of Action
Taken, November 9, 1999 (Finnair): Notice of Action Taken, October 13, 1999 (Malaysia
Airlines); Order 98-7-13, July 21, 1998 (Air New Zealand); Order 97-11-1, November 3, 1997
(Lufthansa).

7. Alitalia requests that the Department grant the authority sought herein on an
indefinite basis or for a period of not less than two years.

8. Alitalia understands that the U.S.-Italy Open Skies Agreement is to be signed in
Chicago on December 6 or 7, 1999. Accordingly, Alitalia requests the Department to act
expeditiously on this application. Alitalia will poll the appropriate parties by telephone and

report the results to the Department.
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WHEREFORE, Alitalia respectfully requests that the Department grant the exemption

authority described above.
