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thereby increasing the range of competitive service options available to consumers. Thus,
SAA’s proposed operations are well designed to meet the demands of commerce and tourism
between the United States and South Africa and provide valuable benefits for both passenge.s
and shippers.

7. SAA is fit. willing and able to perform the services outlined in this application.
SAA will accept and abide by all terms. limitations and conditions that the Department normally
attaches to foreign air carrier exemption authorizations.

8. SAA will abide by all applicable Departmental regulations governing code-share
services, including, in particular, the provisions ot 14 C.F.R. part 257 and section 399.88.

9. SAA requests the Department to act as expeditiously as possible on this
application. To facilitate such expedition, SAA will poll the appropriate parties by telephone and
report the results to the Department. SAA asks that the Department grant the authority requested

herein for a period of at least two years.
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WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, South African Airways respectfully urges the
Department promptly to issue the requested exemption so that SAA can implement the services
described herein. and requests that the Department grant such other further or additional relief as
it may deem consistent with the public interest.
