


The Department should grant the requested waiver in
order to allow American the maximum flexibility to resume use
of these frequencies, or seek their transfer to an alternate
route, when economic conditions warrant. The Department has
previously granted dormancy waivers where unfavorable economic
conditions have prevented newly authorized or existing services
form being implemented or from continuing. See American and
United (U.S.-Peru frequencies), Notices of Action Taken, OST-
1995-576 and 0ST-1997-3073, December 17, 1998; Air Micronesia
(U.S.-Thailand frequencies, Order 98-1-6, January 3, 1998.

American urges the Department to grant this request
prior to March 31, 2002. Failure to approve the requested
relief by that date would result in the automatic termination
of American's Dallas/Ft. Worth-Osaka frequency allocation, the
award and operation of which the Department has found to be in
the public interest.
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
