Ladies/Gentlemen:

By Final Rule published January 2, 2002 (67 F.R. 250) (the “2002 Final Rule”),
the Department amended its prior Final Rule adopting Part 330, published on October 29,
2001 (66 F.R. 54616), governing disbursement of $5 billion in federal compensation to
air carriers pursuant to the Air Transportation Safety and System Stabilization Act
(Public Law 107-42) (“Act”). In response to the 2002 Final Rule’s request for comments,
BAX Global Inc. filed comments with the Department on January 16, 2002 in which
BAX addressed the Department’s proposed treatment of indirect air carrier (IAC) claims,
and, by extension, indirect cargo air carrier claims such as BAX’s (the “January 16

! In brief, the January 16 Comments challenged the legality of the Department’s decision to grant a

superior claim to those direct air carriers (DACs) which sought compensation for losses related to the same
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
