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vigilant to ensure that it is comparing only actual 3"/4™ freedom traffic with 5™ and 7"
freedom traffic. To achieve this, the Department needs to make some reasoned adjustment

to the reported T-100 figures.

WHEREFORE, Atlas Air, Inc. urges the Department to heighten the level of
scrutiny given to foreign carrier third-country charter applications, under existing
standards, rather than to adopt NACA’s proposed regulatory changes.
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
