SPECIAL AUTHORIZATION

Effective February 15, 2008, and terminating February15, 2009, permission is granted under

14 CFR §375.70 of the Department’s regulations to A-Jet Aviation & Management GmbH, a
foreign civil aircraft operator of Austria, to the extent necessary to permit it to operate up to
twelve one-way or round trip passenger flights during the 2008 calendar year between a point or

points outside the United States and a point or points in the United States, using the following
aircraft:

Make Model Registration Number
Bombardier Challenger 604 OE-IKP
Bombardier Global Express OE-IKM

This Special Authorization is subject to the following conditions:

1. A-Jet Aviation & Aircraft Management GmbH must notify the Department, in writing (by
letter, fax (202-366-3694), or email) of the specific routing of each flight it proposes to operate
under this authority at least three business days before the planned departure of that flight. If A-
Jet Aviation & Aircraft Management GmbH desires to operate a flight, or to change the routing
of an existing flight, fewer than three business days before its planned departure, it may request a
waiver of this three-day prenotification requirement, upon a showing of good cause.

2. The Department reserves the right to withhold or withdraw approval as to a specific flight if it
determines that the conduct of a flight by A-Jet Aviation & Aircraft Management GmbH in a
proposed city-pair market would not be in the public interest.

3. A-Jet Aviation & Aircraft Management GmbH must advise the Department (by letter, fax, or
email) if it does not actually conduct a flight for which it provided the notice described above.




A-Jet Aviation & Aircraft Management GmbH must also (1) comply with all applicable
requirements of 14 CFR Part 375; (2) comply with all applicable requirements of the FAA
contained in the Federal Aviation Regulations (including 14 CFR Part 91), and applicable Orders
of the FAA; (3) comply with all applicable U.S. Government requirements concerning security;
and (4) carry on board each authorized aircraft a copy of this approval. For information
concerning requirements of the Federal Aviation Administration, A-Jet Aviation & Aircraft

Management GmbH should contact the FAA’s Flight Standards Service in Washington, D.C. at
(202) 267-3719.

In view of the above, and acting under authority assigned by the Department in its regulations,
14 CFR §385.13(m), we find that (1) our action is consistent with Department policy; and

(2) grant of the requested Special Authorization is in the public interest. Persons entitled to
petition the Department for review of this action under the Department’s regulations, 14 CFR
§385.30, should file their petitions within seven days of the date of this action. This action is
effective immediately, and the filing of a petition for review will not alter its effectiveness.
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
