APPLICATION OF LINEAS AEREAS ALLEGRO, S.A. De C.V.
FOR RENEWAL AND AMENDMENT OF EXEMPTION

Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 40109, Lineas Aéreas Allegro, S.A.
de C.V. (heresinafter "Allegro") hereby applies for renewal and
amendment of its exemption from 49 U.S.C. § 41301 in order to
renew its current exemption and to amend its exemption to allow
Allegro to provide scheduled foreign air transportation of
persons, property, and mail on the following routes:

Mexico City

San Jose, California

Guadalajara - San Jose, California
Morelia - San Jose, California
Leon (El1 Bajio) - San Jose, California
Zacatecas - San Jcse, California
Puebla - New York

Mexico City - Portland, Oregon
Guadalajara - Portland, Oregon
Leon (El Bajio) - Portland, Oregon
Zacatecas - Portland, Oregon

Allegro also applies for renewal of its existing exemption

to conduct A) scheduled, combination service between:
1) San Jose del Cabo, Mexico, and San Francisco,
California; and 2) Cancun, Mexico, and Orlando,
Florida; and B) passenger charter operations between
Mexico and the United States, .and other passenger
charter operations in accordance with 14 CFR Part 212.

DOT last renewed the Allegro exemption on June 4, 1998, with

effectiveness through June 4, 1999.



The U.S.-Mexico Air Transport Agreement authorizes the
Government of Mexico to designate a Mexican carriexr to provide
scheduled service on .the routes in question. By a diplomatic
Note dated September 25, 1998, from the Embassy of Mexico in
Washington tc the U.S. Department of State, the Government of
Mexico designated Allegro to provide scheduled service on the
above routes.

In addition, the Mexican Civil Aviation Directorate (DGAC)
has issued Allegro a permit to provide scheduled service on the
same rcutesg. Attached as Exhibit A is a copy of the Allegré
permit (Number 3162, as amended by the DGAC on October 6, 1998)
that authorizes Allegro to operate scheduled transportation of
persons, property, and mail on the routes in question.

Allegro continues to hold authority from the DGAC to conduct
the charter service which Allegro has operated since it commenced
operations following issuance of its initial exemption in April
of 1993 by Order 95-1-25 in Docket 48567.

Allegroc maintains currently effective operations speci-
fications under Part 129 of the Federal Aviation Regulations.

The citizenship of the individuals who own and manage
Allegro continues to be Mexican.

Allegro continues to develop its charter services. Through
its contracts with a wvariety of charter operators, the charter
foreign air transportation which Allegro has been providing, and
continues to provide, is safe, economical, and in the public

interest. The introduction of scheduled service on the specified



routes, as authorized by the U.S.-Mexico Air Transport Agreement,

is similarly in the public interest.

Conclusion

For the foregoing reasons, the Department of Transportation
should 1) amend the exemption issued to Allegro in order to
authorize Allegro to provide scheduled foreign air transportation
of persons, property, and mail on the following routes:

Guadalajara - San Jose, California
Morelia - San Jose, California
Leon (El Bajio) - San Jose, California
Zacatecas - San Jose, California
Puebla - New York

Mexico City - Portland, Oregon
Guadalajara - Portland, Oregon
Leon (El Bajio) - Portland, Oregon
Zacatecas - Portland, Oregon

and 2) renew the exemption issued to Allegro

to conduct A) scheduled, combination service between:
1) San Jose del Cabo, Mexico, and San Francisco, Cali-
fornia; and 2) Cancun, Mexico, and Orlando, Florida;
and B) passenger charter operations between Mexico and
the United States, and other passenger charter
operations in accordance with 14 CFR Part 212.Y
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Allegro relies upon 5 U.S.C. §558(c), as implemented by 14 C.F.R.
§377.10(a), so as to continue in effect the present exemption until the
Department makes a determination on this application insofar as it seeks
renewal of its present exemption authority.
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
