or
b) DFW is deserving and capable of supporting new international service.

Under 14 CFR 300.6(b). partics filing with DOT are required to “refrain from statements
or other actions designed to mislead DOT. ..” Until DFW sets the record straight on
this fundamental issue. DOT should refrain from awarding DFW any new international
service. A party unable to identify fact from fiction cannot argue that it speaks on behalt
of the public interest.
