For the foregoing reasons, Orlando hereby requests that the Department grant to Spirit,
on or before December 30, 1999, an exemption from Subparts K and S of Part 93 of the Federal
Aviation Regulations, and an amendment to Spirit's existing slot exemptions, in order that Spirit

may operate new daily nonstop service between LGA and Orlando.
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
