Lauderdale and Venezuela, and it is
regularly increasing its scheduled services to respond to
positive market conditions.

7. Approval of this application is fully consistent with
the public interest. Amerijet is an established and important
part of the Caribbean all-cargo market, and it is clearly fit,
willing and able to provide the services it proposes to provide
if this application is approved. Operations conducted under a
bilateral are definitionally in the public'interest, and the
services Amerijet is conducting have received and will continue
to receive enthusiastic support from the shipping community.

Therefore, for all these reasons, Amerijet respectfully
requests renewal of its exemption as described herein for a
period of two years and that it be granted such further and
additional relief which the Department may deem appropriate.
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
