


ACCORDINGLY:

1. We find that Pacific Wings, L.L.C., is fit, willing, and able to engage in
certificated operations using small (Part 135) aircraft subject to the attached Terms,
Conditions and Limitations.

2. We find that it is in the public interest to transfer to Pacific Wings, L.L.C., with
amendments,8 the interstate scheduled air transportation certificate issued to Air Nevada
Airlines, Inc. d/b/a Pacific Wings, by Order 98-11-2, served November 4, 1998;% and
we reissue the certificate in the attached form to reflect the transfer of authority.
