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between the U.S. and Russia (the 1999 MOC), a total of 23 weekly frequencies
are currently available for U.S. carrier all-cargo service between the U.S. and
Russia. Of that total, 11 frequencies are currently allocated to three U.S.
carriers (Polar Air-3, Federal Express-5, and Evergreen-3), and 12 frequencies
are unassigned and available for allocation. To the best of Federal Express’
knowledge, no other U.S. carrier is currently seeking U.S.-Russia all-cargo
frequencies at this time.

WHEREFORE, Federal Express hereby requests the Department to grant
Federal Express a renewed waiver of the 90-day dormancy condition applicable
to its allocation of five (5) U.S.-Russia all-cargo frequencies so as to authorize
Federal Express to continue to suspend its utilization of those frequencies for a
period of up to one year, until November 1, 2002.
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
