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company personnel in foreign air transportation, Vision Air

will follow the procedures outlined below.

2. Prior to international flight departures to or from
U.S. airports, the aircraft commander will obtain sufficient
information from each U.S.-citizen passenger to complete the
Passenger Information Form (PIF). This Form includes the
passenger’s name, passport number, contact name and
telephone number, plus departure and destination airports.
A sample copy of Vision Air’s PIF is attached as Exhibit A.
Blank PIFs are stored in the forms folder on all Vision Air
aircraft and are also available at Vision Air’s Operations

Office in Las Vegas.

3. One copy of the PIF will be left with the handling
agent at the departure airport. These handling agents are
instructed to retain the Form for a minimum of 24 hours

after the aircraft has departed.

4. The aircraft commander will pass information on the

PIF to Vision Air’s Operations office via facsimile.

5. Vision Air’s operations office will keep the PIFs

on file for one month.
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6. Vision Air’s point of contact for information
gathered on the PIF is: Mr. Glen Gray, Director of

Operations, tel.

7. Following any aviation disaster, Vision Air’s
Operations office in Las Vegas will telephone the Managing
Director of the Department of State’s Operations Center at

and will transmit to the Department, by
facsimile at i or other method, all passenger

information stored on the PIF.
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
