


ACCORDINGLY,

1. We request that carriers interested in providing essential air service at Gallup, New
Mexico, submit their proposals, with or without requests for subsidy, within 20 days of
the service date of this order. An original and five copies of the proposal should be sent
to the EAS and Domestic Analysis Division, X-53, Office of Aviation Analysis, Room
6401, Department of Transportation, 400 7™ Street, S.W., Washington, D.C. 20590, with
the title: “Proposal to Provide Essential Air Service at Gallup, New Mexico, Docket

3. We will serve a copy of this order on the Mayor of Gallup, the manager of the Gallup
Municipal Airport, the Governor of New Mexico, the New Mexico State Highway and
Transportation Department, Division of Aviation, Mesa Airlines, and the carriers listed in
Appendix C.
