1. Each of the Carriers shall, effective May 16, 1966, include the following in its conditions of carriage, including taritfs

ambodying conditions of caniage fited by It with any governmeant:

“The Carrier shall avail itself of the limitation of tiability provided in the Convention for the Unification of Certain Rulas
Relating to International Carriage by Air signed at Warsaw October 12th, 1929, or provided in the said Convention as amanded
by the Protocol signed at The Hague September 28th, 1955. Howevaer, in accordance with Article 22(1) of said Convention, or
said Convention as amended by said Pratocol, the Carrier agrees that, as to all international transportation by lhe Carrler as
dafined in the said Convenlion or sald Convention as amended by said Protocal, which, according to the conlract of Carriage,
includes a paint in the United States of America as a point of origin, point af destination, ar agread stopping place

(1) The lirmt of liabllity for each passanger for death, wounding, or other bodily Injury shall be the sum of US $75,000
inclusive oftegal faes and costs, except that, in casa of a claim broughtin a State where provision is made for
separata award of legal faes and costs, lhe timit shall be the sum of US $58,000 exclusive of legal fees and costs.

(2) Tha Carnigr shall nat, with regpect to any claim arising out of the dealh, wounding, or other bodily injury of a
passenger, avail itself of any defanse under Articla 20(1) of said Convention or said Convention as amendad by said
Protocal.

Nothing herein shall ba deemed to affect the rights and liabilities of the Carrier with regard to any ¢laim brought by, on
behalf of, or in respect of any person who has willfully caused damage which resulled in death. wounding, ar ather hodily injury

of a passenger.”
2. Each Carrier shall, al the time of delivary of the ticke!, furnish to each paseenger whose transportation is governad by the

Convention, or the Convention aa amended by the Hague Protocol, and by lhe spacial contract described in paragraph 1, the
following notice, which shall be printad in type atleast as large as 10 puinl modem type and in ink contrasting with the stock on (i)
each lickat; (i) a piece of paper either placed in tha tickat envelope with the ticket or attached to the ticket or (in) on the ticket

envelopa:

Passengers on a journey involving an ultimate destination or a stop in a country other than the countlry of origin are advised
that the provisions of a treaty known as the Warsaw Convention may be applicable da the entire journey, including any porlion
entircly within the country of wrigin or dastination.

[(nama of carrier) and certain other] carriers parties ta such special contracts for death of or parsonal injury to passengers Is
limited in most cases to proven damages not 1o exceed US $75,000 per passenger, and that this liability up to such limil shall
not depend on negligenca on the part of the carrier. For such passengers traveling by a carrier not a party to such spadsl
cantracls or on a journay not to, trom, or having an agreed stopping place in the United States of Amaerica, liability of the carrier
for death or parsonal injury lu passangers is limited in most casea to approximately US $10,000 or US $20,000.
