ORDER GRANTING WAIVER

On July 8, 1998, United Air Lines, Inc., filed a complaint under 49 U.S.C, §41310 against the
European Commission (the Commission) and certain European national implementing
authorities (the Governments of Germany, Denmark, Norway, and Sweden) (the Commission
and these governments are referred to collectively as the Respondents). United argues that
sanctions against the Respondents are necessary to redress actions proposed by the
Commission against United’s alliances with Deutsche Lufthansa AG (Lufthansa) and
Scandinavian Airline System (SAS) which will preclude United and its alliance partners from
exercising rights specifically provided for under the open-skies aviation agreements between
the United States and the individual European countries involved. United argues that such
action is essential to ensure the continued viability of the U.S. Government’s open-skies

policy in Europe.!

By Order 98-7-16, the Department invited all interested parties to file answers to United’s
complaint in Docket OST-98-4030.
