REPLY OF ATLASJET ULUSLARARASI HAVACILIK A.S.
TQO ANSWER QF ATLAS ATR, INC,

On June 18, 2003, Atlasjet Uluslararasi Havacilik A.S. filed
an application for a foreign air carrier permit under 49 U.S.C.
§ 41301 and an application for an exemption under 49 U.S.C.
§ 40109(c). Both applications seek identical relief -- authority
for Atlasjet Uluslararasi Havacilik A.S. to conduct charter
operations to and from the U.S. pursuant to the Open Skies
Agreement entered into by the Governments of the U.S. and Turkey.

On July 3, 2003, Atlas Air, Inc., a U.S. all-cargo carrier,
filed answers to both applications. Atlas Air does not oppose
approval of either application and does not oppose the
institution of the service the applicant proposed. Atlas Air’s
only concern relates to applicant’s name, which it asks the
Department to prohibit the applicant from using in connection

with any cargo operations it may conduct to or from the U.S.



Atlasjet Uluslararasi Havacilik A.S. is today filing a
reply to the answer pending in the exemption case (Docket
0ST-2003-15450) and respectfully requests permission to
incorporate that reply as its reply filed under Rule 302.204 (b)

of the Department’s Rules of Practice in this docket as well.
