Spirit wishes to note that if the Department were unable to approve all requests for slot
retimings due to conflicting demands, Spirit also would be in a position to use slots if they were

retimed as follows:

Slot Original Time New Time Comments

1536 2100 0700 Unchanged from original request
1535 2100 1500A Changed from 1400

1383 2100 1600D Changed from 1500

Spirit is hopeful that the Department will approve its slot slide application, consistent with
its prior decisions permitting other carriers to retime their 2100 slots in order to offer a viable
service at DCA. See, e.qd., Order 99-11-4, granting a similar request of Midwest Express. (“The
Department acknowledges that a new entrant/limited incumbent may obtain a 2100 hour slot
from the FAA and subsequently petition for an exemption to retime those slots to other time
periods.”)

Grant of this request would be fully consistent with the Secretary’s authority under

subpart (d) of section 41714. Accordingly, this request should be granted without delay.”
