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United Air Lines, Inc. (*United”), pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 40109 and Subpart C
of the Department’s Rules of Practice (14 C.E.R. Part 302), hereby applies for renewal of
exemption authority granted in the above-captioned dockets to serve several U.S.-Mexico
route segments. United requests that this exemption authority be renewed for a minimum
period of two years or until the Department amends its certificate for Route 566 to
include the specified route segments.’ In support of this application, United submits the
following:

1. By Notice of Action Taken, dated June 1, 2004, in Docket OST-02-12502,

the Department renewed United’s exemption authority to engage in scheduled foreign air

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transportation of persons, property, and mail between Denver, Colorado, and Mexico
City, Mexico, on a seasonal basis.

2. By Notice of Action Taken, dated June 1, 2004, in Docket OST-04-17676,
the Department granted United exemption authority to engage 1n scheduled foreign air
transportation of persons, property, and mail between (1) Denver, Colorado, and
Ixtapa/Zihuatanejo, Mexico; and (2) Denver, Colorado and San Jose del Cabo, Mexico,
on a seasonal basis.

3. By Notice of Action Taken, dated June 1, 2004, in Docket OST-04-17685,
the Department granted United exemption authority to engage in scheduled foreign air
transportation of persons, property, and mail between (1) San Francisco, California, and
San Jose del Cabo, Mexico; {2) San Francisco, California, and Puerto Vallarta, Mexico;
(3) San Francisco, California, and Cancun, Mexico; and (4) Los Angeles, California, and
Ixtapa/Zihuatanejo, Mexico, on a seasonal basis.

4. United’s exemption authority granted on June 1, 2004, in the above-
captioned dockets is currently set to expire on June 1, 2006. United hereby invokes the
automatic extension provision of the Administrative Procedure Act, 5 U.5.C. § 558(c), as
implemented by 14 C.F.R. Part 377, to continue its exemption authority in effect pending
final Department action on this application.

5. United hereby requests renewal of its exemption authority for a minimum
period of two years or until its current certificate for Route 560 is amended to include the

route segments specified above.
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6. United intends to continue to operate seasonal nonstop service with its
own aircraft in these markets. Renewal of this exemption authority is clearly in the
public interest, and United requests renewal of its exemption authority based on the
original findings that the proposed services are fully consistent with the bilateral air
transportation agreement between the U.S. and Mexico.

7. United holds various certificates of public convenience and necessity and
exemptions authorizing it to engage, inter alia, in scheduled foreign air transportation of
persons, property and mail. United is fit, willing, and able to continue performing the
scheduled foreign air transpottation at issue in this application. United requests that the
Department take official notice, pursuant to Rule 24 of its Rules of Practice (14 C.F.R.
Part 302). of all data filed to establish United’s fitness. See, e.g., Order 2005-7-28
{(Docket OST-05-21156); Order 2000-5-31 {Docket OST-99-5846); Notices of Action
Taken, January 4, 2006, December 12, 2005, June 6, 2005, and August 25, 2004 (Dockets
0OST-03-16210, 05-22360, 05-22767, 05-21162, 04-18692). United will continue to
conduct its operations in accordance with the terms and conditions of its authority, as
well as all applicable international agreements.
