transportation between Los Angeles and Cancun and between Chicago and Puerto

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L. In December 2005, United was granted temporary exemption authority for
Los Angeles-Cancun and Chicago-Puerto Vallarta. See Notices of Action Taken, dated
December 12, 2003, in Dockets OST-05-22360 and 05-22767. Pursuant to the Notice,
United is supplementing its pending application for renewal and amendment of i{s
certificate for Route 5606 to include these additional temporary exemption authorities.

2. Additionally, United is contemporaneously advising the Department of the
dormancy of several of the U.S.-Mexico city-pair route segments included in the
Supplement to its application herein filed on December 10, 2004.% Therefore, United
requests that of the route segments listed in that supplement, only Charlotte-Mexico City
and Charlotte Cozumel be included in its certificate for Route 566. Further, United notes
that the recently signed agreement between the United States and Mexico separated
Mexico City and Toluca for the purposes of designations for service to Mexico.

Although United’s current certificate for Route 566 includes the designation for Mexico

Delta and United have both now been granted exemption authority to serve the Los
Angeles-Cancun market, and United is now including that city-pair market in this
supplement. See Notice of Action Taken, dated December 12, 2005 (Dockets OS8T-05-
22360 and 22415).
