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1. Pursuant to the provisions of 49 U.S.C. §40109 and 14 

C.F.R. §302 Subpart C, application is hereby made by Aerolineas 

Brasileiras, S.A., (“ABSA”), for an amendment of its existing  

exemption from 49 USC §41301, to the extent necessary to permit 

ABSA to engage, consistent with the terms of Section 

I(1)(B)(1)(a),Scheduled Services, Attachment C of the Memorandum 

of Consultations executed on November 18, 1997 between the 

United States of America and the Federative Republic of 

Brazil(the “Agreement”), in the scheduled foreign transportation 

of property and mail from a point or points in Brazil, via 

intermediate points, to Miami and Amsterdam,The Netherlands. In 

support of its application ABSA states as follows: 



2. ABSA currently holds regulatory authority to engage in 

scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail 

between Brazil and the United States, and all-cargo charters in 

accordance with the Department of Transportation regulations.  

See Docket OST 96-1372 and Notice of Action Taken issued on 

January 26, 2005. 

3. ABSA has the requisite regulatory authority from the 

Brazilian Civil Aviation Department so to engage in the all-

cargo scheduled services herein applied for, pursuant to a 

statement of designation communicated to ABSA on November 29, 

2001 by Brazil’s Director of Civil Aviation/President of the 

Committee of Studies Related to International Air Navigation, 

Maj.-Bri.-do-Ar Venancio Grosse. The aforementioned designation 

has been as well officially communicated via diplomatic channels 

to the Department of Transportation.  

4. ABSA is fit, willing and able and remains competent 

and qualified to perform the operations contemplated in this 

application. The authority requested herein is consistent with 

the traffic rights set forth under the Agreement and will enable 

ABSA to use the flexibility of operation therein provided for 

carriers of both countries.   

WHEREFORE, ABSA respectfully requests that the Deparment 

grant the exemption authority described above and such further 

relief as the Department may deem appropriate.
