NINETY DAY NOTICE OF
TERMINATION OF SERVICE

Pursuant to Part 323 of the Department of Transportation Regulations (14 CFR Part 323)
Champlain Enterprises Inc. d/b/a CommutAir, a certificated carrier, gives notice of its intent to
terminate all of its scheduled service at Plattsburgh, NY, Saranac Lake, NY and Rutland, VT
after August 16, 2007.

The decision to file termination, albeit difficult, is being made based solely on
CommutAir’s plan to retire its fleet of Beechcraft 1900D airliners as it transitions to a fleet of
larger aircraft which the company believes is not suited for EAS markets of this size. It is
significant for the Department to note that elimination of service would leave all three
communities without access to the national air transportation system since CommutAir currently

operates all scheduled air service at each point.
