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JOINT APPLICATION OF AMERICAN AIRLINES, INC.
AND IBERIA LINEAS AEREAS DE ESPANA, S.A.
FOR BLANKET CODESHARING AUTHORIZATIONS

American Airlines, Inc. (and its affiliates American
Fagle Airlines, Inc. and Executive Airlines, Inc. d/b/a Ameri-
can Eagle) and Iberia Lineas Aereas de Espana, S.A. hereby
jointly apply under 14 CFR Part 212 for blanket statements of
authorization, subject to 30-day notice, in order to engage in
reciprocal codeshare services under the U.S.-EU open skies
agreement, which takes effect on March 30, 2008.

The authority requested will replace the limited
codeshare rights now held by American and Iberia that were
initially granted by Notice of Action Taken (undocketed),
August 6, 1998, under the bilateral U.S.-Spain Air Transport
Agreement. The American-Iberia codeshare agreement is on file

in that proceeding.



Specifically, American and Iberia are seeking:

(A} American requests a statement of authorization
to display Iberia's IB* designator code in conjunction with
foreign air transportation of persons, property, and mail on
flights operated by American or its affiliates between (1)
points in the United States; (2) points in the United States
and points in Spain (either nonstop or via intermediate points
in third countries); (3) points in the United States and points
in third countries; and (4) points in Spain and points in third
countries.

(B} 1Iberia requests a statement of authorization to
display American's AA* designator code in conjunction with
foreign air transportation of persons, property, and mail on
flights operated by Iberia between (1) points in Spain; (2)
points in Spain and points in the United States (either nonstop
or via intermediate points in third countries); (3) points in
Spain and points in third countries; and (4) points in the
United States and points in third countries.

Effective March 30, 2008, American will hold all
necessary underlying route authority on its open skies certi-
ficate for Route 835, issued by Order 2007-4-2, April 1, 2007.
Iberia is contemporaneously herewith submitting an application
for exemption authority and for an amended foreign air carrier

permit reflecting open skies effective March 30, 2008. 1Iberia



will similarly hold all necessary underlying route authority

under such open skies exemption
air carrier permit.

American and Iberia will accept the Department's

standard condition on third-country services.

Blanket authorizations are in the public interest
because they enable codeshare partners to develop the full
range of services permitted under applicable bilateral agree-
ments. The services contemplated by American and Iberia will
provide a more efficient use of capacity in the marketplace,
and will help maximize the range of service options available

to the traveling and shipping public.



The additional codeshare services to be operated by
American and Iberia in the initial phase are shown in the
attachment hereto. Consistent with standard practice, American
and Iberia will notify the Department no later than 30 days
before commencing any additional codeshare services under the
blanket authorizations we are seeking. We will inform the
Department of the market(s) to be served, the identity of the
carrier operating the aircraft in the codeshare market(s) being
added, and the date on which the service will begin. American
and Iberia will conduct all of their codeshare operations in
compliance with 14 CFR Part 257.

In response to the Department's letter of June 1,
1995 to participants in the Civil Reserve Air Fleet Program,
American states that the codeshare arrangement at issue here
will have no impact on American's CRAF commitments.

American and Iberia request that blanket statements
of authorization be granted for an indefinite period, consis-
tent with the Department's practice in other codeshare proceed-

ings, and should become effective on March 30, 2008.
