

















19. Attached as Exhibit 1 is a statement verifying the contents of this
application, signed by Lino Bergonzi, the General Manager of Air One.

20. Air One is fit, willing and able to perform the transatlantic services for
which it requests authority herein. Air One’s entry into this market comes at a
critical time, as the future of Alitalia, ltaly’s government-owned airline, is in
serious doubt. Air One understands that, at the very least, Alitalia intends to
dramatically reduce its transatlantic operations from Milan, which would decrease
the options available for travel between the U.S. and Northern lItaly (one of the
business centers of Europe), and would increase the costs of the travel options
that remain. As a result of these factors, there is considerable market and
political pressure on Air One to move quickly to fill this substantial transportation
gap. Air One’s entry into the transatlantic market would counteract the negative
impact of Alitalia’'s drawdown in that market by widening consumer choices.
Grant of a foreign air carrier permit to Air One would thus benefit the traveling

public on both sides of the Atlantic.




WHEREFORE, Air One respectfully requests that it be granted an
exemption from the permit requirement of 49 U.S.C. §40109, and such other

relief as the Department deems necessary and appropriate.
