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Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 40109 and Subpart C of the Department's Rules of

Practice (14 C.F.R. Part 302), US Airways, Inc. ("US Airways") applies for renewal of its

current exemption authority to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of

persons, property, and mail between points in the United States, on the one hand, and

Grenada, on the other hand.

In support of this renewal application, US Airways respectfully states as follows:

1. US Airways is a Delaware corporation with its principal office at 111 West

Rio Salado Parkway, Tempe, Arizona 85281.

2. US Airways is a citizen of the United States within the meaning of 49

U.S.C. § 40102(a)(15)(C) and is fit, willing, and able to provide the services

contemplated by this application. US Airways holds various certificates of public

convenience and exemption authorities. (See, e.g., DOT Order 2007-4-20, April 18,

2007, Dockets OST-2005-22228 and OST-2005-22578 (Blanket Open-Skies Route
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Authority); Notice of Action Taken, June 27,2006, Docket OST-98-2222 (Charlotte,

North Carolina - London(Gatwick), England).) Pursuant to Rule 24 of the Department's

Rules of Practice, US Airways requests that the Department take official notice of all

information previously filed to establish US Airways' fitness.

3. By Notice of Action Taken (April 12, 2006), the Department granted US

Airways a two-year exemption from 49 U.S.C. § 41101 to engage in scheduled foreign

air transportation of persons, property, and mail "between points in the United States,

on the one hand, and Grenada, on the other hand." (Docket OST-2001-10588.)

4. Although US Airways does not currently provide scheduled air service

between the United States and Grenada, it has previously provided this service from its

hub in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. Renewal of US Airways' authority to serve Grenada

will provide US Airways with flexibility to resume air service from any of its hubs and/or

focus cities if future market conditions should warrant. Granting this renewal would not

preclude other carriers from serving the U.S.-Grenada market under the U.S.-U.K. Air

Transport Agreement of 1977, as amended ("Bermuda II"), to which Grenada acceded

upon its independence.

5. Pursuant to "Bermuda II," U.S. carriers can serve Grenada from "[a]ny

point or points in U.S. territory." (See Bermuda II, U.S. Route 6: Caribbean

Combination Air Service.) Furthermore, this application is consistent with the overall

state of aviation relations between the two countries and is supported on the basis of

comity and reciprocity. (See also DOT Order 2000-8-19 (Continental's Route 29-F,

"[b]etween a point or points in the United States and ... Grenada").)
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
