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1. On March 23, 2007, the Department granted Air Next's initial application for 

exemption authority to conduct scheduled foreign air transportation of persons, property and 

mail between any point or points in Japan and any point or points in the United States and to 

conduct charters in accordance with 14 C.F.R. Part 212. See Notice of Action Taken, Docket 

OST-2007-27136. At the same time, the Department also granted Air Next's blanket statement 

of authorization to permit Air Next to wet-lease aircraft to ANA on all routes ANA is authorized 

to serve under its blanket code-share with United.' See id. Air Next's exemption authority and 

statement of authorization expire on March 23, 2008. By this application, Air Next seeks 

renewal of the exemption authority and statement of authorization previously granted in this 

docket. 

2. Under the authority granted in this docket, Air Next displays United's UA* 

designator code on certain Japanese domestic flights operated by the Air Next on a wet-lease 

basis for ANA. These flights connect with existing ANA/United code-share service between the 

United States and Japan. 

3. The renewed exemption authority and statement of authorization sought by Air 

Next remain consistent with the 1998 Memorandum of Understanding between the United States 

and Japan, Department policy and the public interest. 

4. Air Next continues to hold the appropriate operating authority from the 

Government of Japan for the services described herein. In addition. Air Next continues in all 

respects to be fit, willing, and able to perform the services contemplated by this application. 

' On August 7, 1998, the Department granted ANA and United blanket statements of authorization to 
engage in code-share services (undocketed). 
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5. Pursuant to section 377.10(a) of the Department's Regulations, Air Next states its 

intention to rely upon 5 U.S.C. §558(c), as implemented by Part 377, to continue in effect its 

current authority for the service specified in this application, pending a final determination of 

this renewal application. 
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WHEREFORE, Air Next Co., Ltd. respectfiilly requests renewal of its exemption 

authority and statement of authorization for a period of at least one year, as more fully set forth 

above. Air Next also requests such further, different, and additional relief as the Department 

may deem appropriate.
