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APPLICATION OF DELTA AIR LINES, INC.
FOR RENEWAL OF EXEMPTION AUTHORITY

Delta Air Lines, Inc. ("Delta") hereby applies for renewal of exemption authority

under 49 U.S.C. § 40109 to authorize Delta to continue to provide scheduled foreign air

transportation of persons, property, and mail between the United States and China on a

codesharing basis with China Southern Airlines Company Limited ("China Southern").

Delta's exemption for purposes of codesharing on flights operated by China Southern was

last renewed and amended by Notice of Action Taken dated April 10, 2006 (Dockets

DOT-OST-1997-2653, DOT-OST-2001-9314 and DOT-OST-2001-10172) for a two year

period expiring April 10, 2008. Delta requests renewal of this exemption authority for an

additional period of at least two years, or until 90 days after the Department's final

determination on an application of Delta for comparable U.S.-China certificate authority.

In filing this renewal application, Delta hereby invokes the automatic extension

provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 5 U.S.C. § 558(c), as implemented by

14 C.F.R. Part 377. This application is timely filed pursuant to Section 377.10(c)
