




Application of US Airways for Renewal of an Exemption
(United States - Dominican Republic)

Authority); Notice of Action Taken, February 15, 2007, Docket OST-2001-9768

(Charlotte, North Carolina - Cozumel, Mexico).) Pursuant to Rule 24 of the

Department's Rules of Practice, US Airways requests that the Department take official

notice of all information previously filed to establish US Airways' fitness.

3. By Notice of Action Taken (July 24, 2006), the Department renewed US

Airways' two-year exemption from 49 U.S.C. § 41101 to engage in scheduled foreign air

transportation of persons, property, and mail "between a point or points in the United

States and a point or points in the Dominican Republic." (Docket OST-2000-7340.)

4. US Airways currently provides daily scheduled air service between points

in the United States and points in the Dominican Republic using Airbus A319 and A320

aircraft. Renewal of US Airways' exemption will greatly serve the public interest by

providing substantial competition to other carriers serving the Dominican Republic. US

Airways operates these nonstop services from its hubs in Charlotte and Philadelphia,

thereby enabling US Airways to offer convenient, on-line connecting service to points in

the Dominican Republic from a large number of communities in the United States.

5. The Department has previously determined that the exemption authority

sought in this renewal application is consistent with the aviation agreement between the

United States and the Dominican Republic of 1986 and the overall state of aviation

relations between the United States and the Dominican Republic. (See Notice of Action

Taken, July 24, 2006, Docket OST-2000-7340.)

6. Pursuant to 14 C.F.R. § 377.10, US Airways intends to rely on the

Administrative Procedures Act, 5 U.S.C. § 558(c) implemented by Part 377, to continue

in effect its current exemption pending a final determination on this renewal application.
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
