








Application of US Airways for Renewal of an Exemption
(Various points in the United States — Various points in Mexico)

5. The Department has previously determined that the exemption authority
sought in this renewal application is consistent with the aviation agreement between the
United States and Mexico. (See Notice of Action Taken, August 3, 2006, Docket OST-
2004-18060).

6. Pursuant to 14 C.F.R. § 377.10, US Airways intends to rely on the
Administrative Procedures Act, 5 U.S.C. § 558(c) implemented by Part 377, to continue
in effect its current exemption pending a final determination on this renewal application.
US Airways’ current exemption for scheduled foreign air transportation of persons,
property, and mail between (1) Chicago, lllinois, and Cozumel, Mexico; (2) Washington,
D.C., and Cancun, Mexico; and (3) Denver, Colorado, and San Jose del Cabo, Mexico,
is effective through August 3, 2008. Accordingly, this renewal application is timely filed

under the provisions of Part 377.
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WHEREFORE, US Airways respectfully requests that thé Department renew its
exemption authority to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of persons,
property, and mail between (1) Chicago, lllinois, and Cozumel, Mexico; (2) Washington,
D.C., and Cancun, Mexico; and (3) Denver, Colorado, and San Jose del Cabo, Mexico,

as discussed herein.
