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In addition, effective on or after August 1,2008, Lufthansa's "LH" designator code will be
displayed on flights operated by US Airways and/or its affiliated and express carriersY between:

• Charlotte, North Carolina and Austin, Texas
• Denver, Colorado and Phoenix, Arizona

The proposed code-share services are consistent with the applicable bilateral air transport
agreements. A copy of this letter is being filed in the above-referenced dockets and served on the
parties listed in the attached service list.
