America and tne Government of tne Arab repuplic of Egypt,
signed in Cairo on the 5th of May, 1964 ("the Agreement"), I
have the honor to propose the following amendments Lo tne above
Agreement:

(1) Article (4) of the Agreement be amended by adding the
following paragraph at the end of the present Article (4):
this Article does not limit the rights of either contracting
party under Article (6) BIS.

(2) The following new "Article 6 BIS" to be added to the
Agreement:

Article 6 BIS

(A) In accordance with their rights and obligations under
international law, the contracting parties reaffirm that their
obligation to protect, in their mutual relationship, the
security of the civil aviation against acts of unlawful
interference forms an integral part of this Agreement.

(B) The contracting parties shall provide upon request all
necessary assistance to each other to prevent acts of unlawful
seizure of aircraft and other unlawful acts agalnst the safety
of passengers, crew, aircraft, airports and air navigation'and
any other threat to aviation security.

(C) The contracting parties shall act in conformity with the
provisions of the convention on offenses and certain other acts
committed on board aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 September
1963, in Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts
Agalnst the Safety of Civil Aviation, 51gned at Montreal on 23
September 1971.

(D) “he contracting parties snall, in tneir mutual relations,
act in.conformity with the aviation security provisicns
established by the International Civil Aviation urganization
and designed as Annexes to the Convention on International

Civil Aviation, they shail require that operators of aircrats
of their registry or operators who have tneir principal place
of business or permanent residence in their territory act in
conformity with such aviation security provisions.

(E) Each contracting party agrees to observe the security
provisions required by the other contracting party for entry
into the territory of that other party and to take adequate
measures to protect aircraft and to inspect passengers, crew,
their carry-on items as well as cargo and aircraft stores prior
t0o and during boarding or loading. Each contracting party
shall also give positive consideration to any request from the
other contracting party for special security measures to meet a
particular threat.

(F) When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful
seizure of aircraft or other unlawful acts against the safety
of passengers, crew, aircraft, airports and air navigation
facilities occurs, the contracting parties shall assist each
other by facilitating communication and other appropriate
measures intended to terminate rapidly and safely such incident
or threat thereof.

(G) When a contracting party has reasonable grounds to believe
‘that the other contracting party has departed from the aviation
:Security provisions of this article, the first contracting
party may request immediate consultations with the other
.- ‘tcontracting party. Pailure by the contracting parties to reach
- & satisfactory resolution of the matter within 15 days from the
date or receipt of such request shall constitute grounds for
withholding, reveking, limiting or imposing conditions on the
soperating suthorisations or technical permissions of an airline
.0r airlines of the other contracting party. When justified by
an emergency, a coantracting party may take interim action

tior to the expiry of 15 days. C:gl//£zj*.
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If these Amendments are accephtabtle —o the Sovernment of
the Arab Republic of Egypt, I have tne honor to propose thact
this Note, and Your Excellency's reply in that sense, snall
constitute an Agreement petween our two Governments, in both
English and Arabic. Both the English and Arabic texts shall be
authentic. In case of ambiguity or conflict, the Englisn text
shall prevail. This agreement between our two Governments
hall be applied provisionally from the date of Your
Excellency's Note, and shall enter into force definitively on
the date of exchanging written notification that the
constitutional requirements of both parties have been fulfilled
for definitive entry into force.
