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APPLICATION OF NORTHWEST AIRLINES, INC.

FOR RENEWAL OF AN EXEMPTION


Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 40109 and Subpart C of the Rules of Practice of the Department of Transportation (the “Department”), Northwest Airlines, Inc. (“Northwest”) hereby requests a renewal of its exemption from 49 U.S.C. § 41101 authorizing Northwest to provide scheduled foreign air transportation of persons, property and mail between Newark, New Jersey, on the one hand, and Rio de Janeiro and Sao Paulo, Brazil; Bogota, Colombia; Quito and Guayaquil, Ecuador; and Lima, Peru, on the other hand; and between Houston, on the one hand, and Bogota, Colombia; Quito and Guayaquil, Ecuador; and Lima, Peru, on the other hand.  Northwest also seeks renewal of its authority to integrate the requested exemption authority with Northwest’s other certificate and exemption authority.  Northwest requests a renewal of its existing exemption authority for an additional two-year period.


In support of this application, Northwest states as follows:

1. Northwest seeks renewal of its exemption to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of persons, property and mail between Newark, on the one hand, and Rio de Janeiro and Sao Paulo, Brazil; Bogota, Colombia; Quito and Guayaquil, Ecuador, and Lima, Peru, on the other hand; and between Houston, on the one hand, and Bogota, Colombia; Quito and Guayaquil, Ecuador; and Lima, Peru, on the other hand.  See Notice of Action Taken, February 7, 2001, Docket OST-98-4833.  Northwest intends to serve these markets by codesharing on flights operated by Continental Airlines, Inc. (“Continental”).

2. Northwest’s codeshare service will provide significant benefits to travelers and shippers and is clearly in the public interest.  This service will enable Northwest to offer additional on-line U.S.-South America service and increase the service options available to the traveling and shipping public.  Northwest will also bring additional competition to the U.S.-South America routes served by Continental and other airlines.  The benefits to consumers include one-stop check-in, frequent flyer program enhancements, improved interline services for baggage, and more convenient, coordinated connections.

3. The Department has previously concluded that the authority requested by Northwest is consistent with the aviation agreements between the United States and Brazil, the United States and Peru
, the United States and Ecuador, and the United States and Colombia.  See Notice of Action Taken, February 7, 2001, Docket OST-98-4833.  This conclusion remains true today.

4. Northwest holds various certificates of public convenience and necessity and exemptions authorizing it to engage in scheduled air transportation of persons, property and mail 

between the U.S. and foreign countries and is clearly fit, willing and able to provide the service proposed herein. 

5. By submitting this timely renewal application, Northwest invokes the automatic extension provisions of 5 U.S.C. § 558(c), as implemented by Part 377 of the Department’s rules, to continue in effect its current exemption authorization for the service specified in this application, pending a final determination of this renewal application.

WHEREFORE, Northwest Airlines, Inc., respectfully requests a renewal of its exemption from 49 U.S.C. § 41101 authorizing Northwest to provide scheduled foreign air transportation of persons, property and mail between Newark, New Jersey, on the one hand, and Rio de Janeiro and Sao Paulo, Brazil; Bogota, Colombia; Quito and Guayaquil, Ecuador; and Lima, Peru, on the other hand; and between Houston, on the one hand, and Bogota, Colombia; Quito and Guayaquil, Ecuador; and Lima, Peru, on the other hand.  Northwest further requests authority to integrate the aforementioned exemption authority with Northwest’s existing certificate and exemption authority.  Northwest seeks the aforementioned exemption and 

integration authority for a period of two years.  Northwest also requests such further, different, and additional relief as the Department may deem appropriate.
