NOTICE:  Any person may support or oppose this application by filing an answer on or before June 9, 2003 and serving a copy on counsel for Atlas and all persons served with this application.
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Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. §40109(c), Atlas Air, Inc. ("Atlas") requests renewal of its exemption authorizing it to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between the United States, on the one hand, and Curitiba and Fortaleza, Brazil, on the other, via intermediate points and beyond Brazil, and to integrate that authority with its other certificate and exemption authorities.  Atlas requests that this exemption be renewed for a two-year period.   In support of this request, Atlas states as follows:


1.     By Notice of Action Taken, issued September 19, 2001, the Department granted Atlas exemption authority to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between the United States, on the one hand, and Curitiba and Fortaleza, Brazil, on the other, via intermediate points and beyond Brazil, and the right to integrate that authority with its other certificate and exemption authorities.  Atlas’ exemption authority was granted for a period of two years, through September 19, 2003.

 
2.     Atlas is operating U.S.-Brazil scheduled service pursuant to that and related  Brazil authority and, accordingly, wishes to renew the authority.  Renewal is in the public interest because it will facilitate a continuation of service that greatly benefits the shipping  public.  No intergovernmental aviation issues are presented because the intermediate and beyond authority is limited by the Department’s standard condition to countries with which the United States has signed open-skies agreements and/or countries for which Atlas holds economic authority.


3.     Atlas hereby invokes the automatic extension provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 5 U.S.C. §558 (c), as implemented by 14 C.F.R. Part 377, to continue its exemption authority in effect pending final Department action on this renewal application.  This application is timely filed under 14 C.F.R. §377.10.   Atlas requests that its exemption authority be renewed for two years.

WHEREFORE, Atlas Air, Inc. hereby requests renewal of the exemption authorizing it to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between the United States, on the one hand, and Curitiba and Fortaleza, Brazil, on the other, via intermediate points and beyond Brazil, and to integrate that authority with its other certificate and exemption authorities.  Atlas further requests that the 


Department grant it such other and further relief as the Department finds to be consistent with this application and the public interest.
