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Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. 40109 and Subpart D of the Department's Procedural Regulations, AEROTAXIS de AGUASCALIENTES, S.A. de C.V., (Aerotaxis), a Mexican air taxi operator of executive aircraft, requests a renewal of exemption from 49 U.S.C. 41301 to authorize Aerotaxis to continue to engage in charter foreign air transportation of passengers and their accompanying baggage with small aircraft between Mexico and the United States, and, subject to prior department approval, between other countries and the United States. Aerotaxis also requests continued stopover privileges and relief from the requirement to obtain advance approval for each Mexico-U.S. flight. Aerotaxis requests that this renewal of exemption be granted for a period of at least one year.

Final approval for this exemption has been held pending receipt of the Operations Specifications (AOC) as issued by the DGAC of Mexico. The AOC for Aerotaxis has been issued and a copy has been forwarded to the FAA.
