3.  DESCRIPTION OF OPERATION:  Air cargo operations from all authorized airports in Mexico to all authorized airports in the United States.  These operations are encompassed by the U.S. – Mexico aviation agreement.  We are also requesting air cargo flights from the U.S. to third party countries and vice-versa subject to prior approval.

4. The citizenship of our directors/officers/key management personnel has not lchanged since we last filed that evidence with the Department.

5. The citizenship of stockholders and percentages owned has not changed since we last provided that information to the Department.  The ownership is still held by Mexican citizens.

6. The company has requisite accident liability insurance coverage currently on file with Federal Aviation Administration.
