AMENDED EMERGENCY ORDER
EMERGENCY ORDER OF SUSPENSION

Pursuant fo a setlement between the parties, the Emergency Order of Revocation issued in this
matter on March 7, 2003 is hereby amended to be an Emergency Order of Suspension, and it
now reads as follows:

The Administrator has determined that safety in air commerce or air transportation and the public
interest require the jmmediate suspension of your Air Carrier certificate. Therefore, the following
constitutes an Emergency Order of Suspension:

1. Atall times material herein, Daystar Airways, Ltd. d/b/a Nevis Express ("Nevis”)
was and s now the holder of Air Carrier Certificate No. SVCA3071, authorizing opecation of
commuter service in common carriage.

2. On or about November 4, 2002, Nevis closed its principal operations base, at the
Luis Munoz Marin International Airport, San Juan, Puerto Rico.

3. From that time up to and including the present, Nevis has not replaced or
reopened its principal operations base.

4. From that time up to and including the present, Nevis has failed to staffa
principal operations base that permits the Administrator to inspect its certificated air carrier
operations.

5. From that time up to and including the present, Nevis has not maintained all
necessary rocords, including its current operations specifications and aircraft maintenance
records, at 2 principal operations base.




[image: image2.jpg]6. As of on or about November 4, 2002, up to and including the present, Nevis no
longer meets the requirements of Part 119 it was obligated to maintain at all times, under the
Federal Aviation Regulations, after the issuauce of its air carrier certificate.

7 By reason of the above, Nevis violated, and is continuing to violate, the following
sections of the Federal Aviation Regulations:

a. Section 119.43(a), in that each certificate holder shall maintain a complete and
separate set of its operations specifications at its principal base of operations.

b. Section 119.47(a), in that each certificate holder must maintain a principal base of
operations.

As aresult of the foregoing, the Administrator has determined that safety in air commerce or air
transportation and the public interest require the suspension of your Air Carrier certificate. The
Administrator further finds that an emergency requiring immediate action exists in respect to
safety in air commerce or air transportation and the public interest and, accordingly, this Order
shall be effective immediately.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to the authority vested in the Administrator by
49 U.S.C. Sections 44709 and 46105, that any and all Air Carrier certificate(s) held by you
including Air Carrier Certificate No. SVCA3071, be and hereby are, suspended until such time as
Nevis complies with all requirements of Parts 119 and 135 of the Federal Aviation Regulations,
including establishing and maintaining a principal base of operations as required and which
allows the Administrator to fully inspect its certificated air carrier operations. IT IS FURTHER
ORDERED that said certificate be surrendered to the undersigned immediately.
