NOTICE:  Any person may support or oppose this application by filing an answer on or before June 24, 2004 and serving a copy on Polar and all persons served with this application.
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Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. §40109(c), Polar Air, Cargo, Inc. ("Polar") requests renewal of its exemption authorizing it to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between points in the United States and Jeddah, Saudi Arabia, via intermediate points and beyond Saudi Arabia to Johannesburg, South Africa, Harare, Zimbabwe and Nairobi, Kenya, and to integrate that authority with its other exemption and certificate authorities.  Polar at this time also seeks to amend the permissible routings by substituting Prestwick, Scotland and Amsterdam, the Netherlands, for the presently designated cities of Shannon, Ireland and Ostend, Belgium.   Polar requests that this exemption, as amended, be renewed for a minimum of two years.  In support of this request, Polar states as follows:

1.     By Notice of Action Taken, issued August 15, 2002, the Department renewed a prior exemption authorizing Polar to provide scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between points in the United States and Jeddah, Saudi Arabia, via Ostend, Belgium and Shannon, Ireland and beyond Saudi Arabia to Johannesburg, South Africa, Harare, Zimbabwe and Nairobi, Kenya, and the right to integrate that authority with its other certificate and exemption authorities.  Polar’s exemption authority was granted for a period of two years, through August 15, 2004.

 2.     Polar in the past held two weekly U.S.-Saudi Arabia frequencies for use in connection with its Saudi Arabia route rights but in 1999 suspended service due to governmental difficulties encountered on service to points in Africa.  Initially, Polar sought and obtained a series of dormancy waivers.  However, Polar allowed the frequencies to revert to the Department on March 31, 2003, when the then-existing dormancy waiver expired.  At the time, Polar determined that near-term service resumption appeared unlikely.  While Polar still does not believe circumstances are commercially or politically ripe for Saudi Arabia service, it wishes to renew its exemption authority in order to retain the ability to offer such service when circumstances change.  Polar also wishes to substitute Prestwick and Amsterdam for the two existing intermediate points.  The request is consistent with the air transport agreement between the United States and Saudi Arabia and is in the public interest because it will promote the expansion of service options for the shipping public.


3.     Polar hereby invokes the automatic extension provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 5 U.S.C. §558 (c), as implemented by 14 C.F.R. Part 377, to continue its exemption authority in effect pending final Department action on this renewal application.  This application is timely filed under 14 C.F.R. §377.10.   Polar requests that its exemption authority, as amended, be renewed for a minimum of two years.

WHEREFORE, Polar Air Cargo, Inc. respectfully requests renewal and amendment of its exemption in Docket OST-98-3652 so as to authorize it to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between points in the United States and Jeddah, Saudi Arabia, via Prestwick, Scotland and Amsterdam, the Netherlands, and beyond Saudi Arabia to Johannesburg, South Africa, Harare, Zimbabwe and Nairobi, Kenya, and to integrate that authority with its other exemption and certificate authorities, as well as such other and further relief as the Department finds to be consistent with this application and the public interest.
