Section 41716 (b) of AIR-21, states that the Secretary “shall grant” exemptions from the High Density Rule “to any new entrant or limited incumbent air carrier to provide air transportation to or from LaGuardia if the number of slot exemptions granted to such air carrier with respect to such airport when added to the slots and slot exemptions held by such air carrier with respect to such airport does not exceed 20,” provided the carrier will utilize State 3 aircraft for the proposed service.
