NOTICE:  Any person may support or oppose this application by filing an answer on or before July 30, 2004 and serving a copy on counsel for Polar and all persons served with this application.
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Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. §40101 and Subpart B of 14 C.F.R. Part 302, Polar Air, Cargo, Inc. ("Polar") requests renewal of its certificate authority to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between points in the United States and South Africa, as provided in its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for Route 651.  Polar further requests that this authority be renewed for a minimum of five years.  In support of this request, Polar states as follows:

1.     Polar’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for Route 651, last reissued by Order 2004-5-23, authorizes Polar to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between points in the United States and a variety of foreign countries, including South Africa.  While most of the authority is of indefinite duration, Condition (11) of the Certificate establishes January 12, 2005 as the expiration date for Polar’s South Africa authority.

 2.     At one time, Polar conducted South Africa operations, but it suspended them several years ago because of unanticipated regulatory restrictions on operations via Nairobi, Kenya and Harare, Zimbabwe.  In early 2002, Polar allowed its remaining South Africa frequencies to revert to the Department.  Notwithstanding those circumstances, Polar still has an interest in U.S.-Africa services wishes to retain its South Africa route authority so it will be in a position to apply for frequencies and reenter the market when economic and political conditions are right.  Renewal of the authority is in the public interest because it will promote the expansion of service options for the shipping public.  The authority remains consistent with the air transport agreement between the United States and South Africa.

3.     Polar hereby invokes the automatic extension provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, 5 U.S.C. §558(c), as implemented by 14 C.F.R. Part 377, to continue its South Africa authority in effect pending final Department action on this renewal application.  This application is timely filed under 14 C.F.R. §377.10.   Polar requests that its South Africa authority be renewed for a minimum of five years.

4.     Applicant.  Polar is a corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of California.  It is headquartered at 2000 Westchester Ave., Purchase, NY 10577 and has its principal marketing office at 100 Oceangate, Long Beach, CA 90802.  

5.     Fitness/Citizenship.  Polar is an air carrier operating scheduled and charter all-cargo services on a worldwide basis pursuant to various certificates and exemptions.  .  As the Department found in Orders 2004-5-23, 2001-12-15 and 2002-7-31, Polar is a citizen of the United States within the meaning of 49 U.S.C. §40102(a)(15) and is fit, willing and able to provide the interstate and foreign air transportation services for which it holds authority.  

6.     Aircraft.  Polar intends to use available B747 freighter aircraft for South Africa services.

7.     Environmental Impact and Fuel.  The environmental impact of Polar’s proposed services will be de minimis.
  Polar anticipates no difficulty in obtaining fuel to operate its proposed services.  

WHEREFORE, Polar Air Cargo, Inc. respectfully requests renewal of its of its certificate authority to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between points in the United States and South Africa, as provided in its Certificate of 


Public Convenience and Necessity for Route 651, and such other and further relief as the Department may find to be consistent with this application and the public interest.
