APPLICATION OF POLAR AIR CARGO, INC. FOR RENEWAL OF

A CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY

Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. §41102 and 14 C.F.R. §§302.201 et seq., Polar Air Cargo, Inc. (“Polar”) hereby requests renewal of its Experimental Certificate of Public Conve​nience and Necessity for Route 626, authorizing it to provide scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between the coterminal points Miami, Florida and Los Angeles, California; the intermediate points Curacao, Netherlands Antilles; Santiago, Chile, Barranquilla, Colombia; and Panama City, Panama; and the coterminal points Manaus, Rio de Janeiro and Sao Paulo, Brazil.  Polar would also ask that the certificate be renewed for a minimum of five years.   In support of this request, Polar states as follows:


1.     Polar is an air carrier engaged in scheduled and charter all-cargo air transportation on a worldwide basis pursuant to various certificates and exemptions.  As the Department concluded in Orders 2004-5-23, 2002-7-31 and 2001-12-15, Polar is a citizen of the United States within the meaning of 49 U.S.C. §40102(a)(15) and is fit, willing and able to provide the interstate and foreign air transportation services for which it holds authority.

 2.     In Order 96-6-12, the Department selected Polar to provide scheduled all-cargo service to Brazil under the U.S.-Brazil air transport agreement.  The route authority was included in Experimental Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for Route 696, which authorizes Polar to provide scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between the coterminal points Miami, Florida and Los Angeles, California; the intermediate points Curacao, Netherlands Antilles; Santiago, Chile, Barranquilla, Colombia; and Panama City, Panama; and the coterminal points Manaus, Rio de Janeiro and Sao Paulo, Brazil.  The authority was renewed and the certificate reissued by Order 2001-4-51, which is set to expire April 11, 2006.

3.     As a result of actions taken by the Department earlier this year in Order 2005-3-31, Polar ’s original designation to serve Brazil was terminated and Polar acquired the Brazil designation, frequencies and related exemption authority held by its affiliate, Atlas Air, Inc. (“Atlas”).  However, Polar retained its Experimental Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for Route 696 and has conducted Brazil operations continuously since commencing service pursuant to that authority almost a decade ago.

4.     The Brazil and other South American authority contained in Polar’s Experimental Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for Route 696 provides the basis for an important part of Polar’s global air service network.  Polar requires the rights conferred by that certificate in order to preserve maximum flexibility in its ongoing operations and thus seeks renewal herein.


5.     Polar hereby invokes the automatic extension provisions of the Administra​tive Procedure Act, 5 U.S.C. §558 (c), as implemented by 14 C.F.R. Part 377, to continue its certificate authority in effect pending final Department action on this renewal application.  This application is timely filed under 14 C.F.R. §377.10.   Polar requests that its certificate authority be renewed for a minimum of five years.

WHEREFORE, Polar Air Cargo, Inc. requests renewal of its Experimental Certificate of Public Conve​nience and Necessity for Route 626, authorizing it to engage in scheduled foreign air transportation of property and mail between the coterminal points Miami, Florida and Los Angeles, California; the intermediate points Curacao, Netherlands Antilles; Santiago, Chile, Barranquilla, Colombia; and Panama City, Panama; and the coterminal points Manaus, Rio de Janeiro and Sao Paulo, Brazil, as well as such other and further relief as the Department finds to be consistent with this application and the public interest.
