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APPLICATION OF KUWAIT AIRWAYS CORPORATION 

FOR A STATEMENT OF AUTHORIZATION

Kuwait Airways Corporation (“Kuwait Airways”) hereby applies under 14 C.F.R. Part 212 for a statement of authorization to operate mail-only codeshare operations with United Airlines Inc. (“United”) between the United States and Kuwait via intermediate points.

In support of this Application, Kuwait Airways states the following:
1.

Kuwait Airways requests a statement of authorization to display United’s “UA” designator code for mail-only service on flights operated by Kuwait Airways between New York (JFK) and Kuwait (KWI) via both Frankfurt (FRA) and London (LHR). 
  Kuwait Airways and United plan to begin this service 30 days after this authority is granted.  
2.  
Kuwait Airways currently holds DOT authority to operate scheduled combination (passenger, property and mail) service (a) between New York and Kuwait via Frankfurt and London.
  
  3.
Kuwait Airways requests that the Department grant the statement of authorization to conduct the mail-only codeshare services described herein on the basis of comity and reciprocity.  The Department has a long history of recognizing reciprocity and comity between the United States and Kuwait.
  In addition, there is no reason to believe that the Government of Kuwait would deny a similar request from a U.S. carrier.

4.  
The mail-only codeshare services proposed by Kuwait Airways are fully consistent with the public interest and DOT policy.  The Kuwait-U.S. market is currently underserved and it will benefit the public for the carriers to operate the mail services proposed herein between the United States and Kuwait.

5.
Kuwait Airways agrees to accept the conditions normally applicable to codeshare authority such as requested herein. This includes the requirement to notify the Department 30 days in advance of any new codeshare operation and to notify the Department of any codeshare operation the carriers have agreed to discontinue.
6.
This application raises no environmental or energy issues.  Since approval is sought only to add designator codes for mail service on flights that are currently being operated by Kuwait Airways, grant of the application will not result in a near-term increase in fuel consumption of 10 million gallons or more.  For the same reasons, approval will not result in an increase in noise levels.  

9.
Kuwait Airways requests that the statement of authorization be issued for an indefinite period so long as the codeshare agreement continues in effect, and will notify the Department if that agreement should cease to be effective.  

WHEREFORE, Kuwait Airways requests that the Department grant a statement of authorization as described herein, together with such additional relief as the Department may deem appropriate.
